GriefShare Program Thursdays at 6:30 pm, at Spirit of Life Church

This program features biblical, Christ-centered teaching that focuses on
grief topics associated with the death of a loved one. The DVD seminar features
nationally respected grief experts and real-life stories of people, followed by a
small group discussion about what was viewed. Past participants have related
how helpful the information and follow-up discussions were to them. Many
grieving people find they are only beginning the work of healing when friends or
family have returned to their daily life routines.

Too often people, including Christians, tend to bury their grief instead of
allowing it to do the God-given work for which it is intended. Don’t allow fear of
what others may think to keep you from what could help you. Confidentiality is
very much a part of this program.

From Community Service: We will again be participating in the MN FoodShare
March Campaign, collecting non-perishable food items each Sunday in
March. All donations will go to the Rosemount Family Resource Center.
Monetary donations are also encouraged; make your check out to Spirit of Life,
with MN FoodShare on the memo line. Donations accepted at Sunday worship,
and Wednesdays during M in M. The theme is “Building and Nourishing
Community”, so here’s our “building” schedule:

March 6: Foundation (proteins): canned meats and fish, canned or
bagged beans, peanut butter, nuts, canned chili or stew, etc

March 13: Framing it in (carbohydrates): bagged or boxed rice, pastas,
boxed potato sides, pasta or rice-based side dishes, mac and cheese, biscuit mix,
pancake mix, etc

March 20: Walls (fruits and vegetables): canned fruits and vegetables,
and side dish items, jams and jellies; paper products, cleaning supplies

March 27: Finishing Touches: cake mixes, flour, sugar, healthy snacks,
condiments, spices; personal care items, etc.
